Attention is directed to the minimum wage rates to be paid as determined by the Commissioner
of Labor and Workforce Development and the weekly payroll record submittal requirements
under the provisions of Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 149, Section 26 through 27D
inclusive. Selection of the contractor will be based upon bidder qualifications, including
evidence of past performance in similar projects, and bid price. The contract will be awarded to
the bidder deemed by the awarding authority to be the lowest responsible and eligible bidder.
