No bags will be accepted. Bushes, grass, stumps, leaves and other unrelated yard waste
will not be accepted.

Please be advised that the Brush Drop-off is open to Westford residents only. You
must be prepared to show your ID at the time of drop off as proof of residency. If you
hire a contractor to assist you, a SIGNED, DATED letter from the property owner will be
required. The note must include the following information:

s Owners full name, address, telephone number
% Number of loads
+ Contractors name, company name, and contractors telephone number

For safety reasons, and to enable trucks to plow during any snowstorms, debris must be
moved at least 10 feet away from the road’s edge.

Burning permits are not available until January 15.

We are seeking FEMA and MEMA reimbursement for storm-related costs. In the
meantime, we will be seeking bids for collection of storm-related debris. If Westford
receives federal or state funding for debris removal, it is unlikely that the debris pickup
will occur before spring.
